Your ride leads to the Musée du Vin et du Négoce, an 18th-century wine merchant’s cellar turned 
museum, where the scent of oak and aged cork fills the air. Here, you’ll enjoy a guided tasting of three 
Bordeaux wines, each glass revealing the region’s character and complexity — the minerality of the Left 
Bank, the richness of the Right, and the perfect balance that defines Bordeaux’s legacy.
