Châteauneuf-du-Pape: The Heart of French Wine

lush estates where grapevines stretch toward the horizon. Visit charming wineries, sample the 
region’s finest vintages, and learn how the unique terroir - clay, limestone, and galet stones - shapes 
each bottle’s flavor and story.

This is not just a tour - it’s a walk through art history, illuminated 
by the Provence sun. 
 
Avignon: Where Inspiration Lives

Your journey culminates with a skip-the-line guided tour of the Musée d'Orsay, home to one of the 
world’s most extraordinary collections of Impressionist and Post-Impressionist art. As your expert 
guide leads you through its grand galleries, you’ll stand before Van Gogh’s iconic works - Starry Night 
Over the Rhône, Self-Portrait, and more - seeing firsthand how the light and landscapes of Provence 
transformed into brilliance on canvas.
